It was
customary for sweet-smelling
spices to be wrapped with the
cloth for special people, which
they did for Jesus.

Crucifixion was one of the
cruelest forms of death, used
by the Romans for usually the

worst criminals. Even though he
had done nothing wrong, Jesus
was placed on a wooden cross,
nails pierced through his hands
and feet, and hung until he
died.
